Why should | do dental x-rays on my dog?
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While your dog is under, we will take full mouth
x-rays. The x-rays will allow visualization of the
roots, pulp, and bones of the jaw to help
determine the health of the tooth.

Unfortunately, dogs do not allow us to look close  Togth Root Abscesses (above)
enough into their mouths to determine the health
of a tooth while they are awake. A thorough oral
examination is possible only when they are under  Healthy Canine Teeth (below)

anesthesia.
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
